Suggested plants to attract beneficial insects

 Selecting the right plants can lure beneficial insects that already live in the neighborhood to your garden. There they feed on harmful pests; however, when pest populations are low, the beneficial insects rely on the energy from pollen and nectar of the plants listed below. To insure beneficials will stay through the season, choose plants to give a succession of blooms from early spring through fall.
